2. Ali Jodek Shakur was shut by Coalition Forces (116 BC T), tin 21 Sep 05, when he ran into a 
traffic control point IVO Kirktik I Is was transported to the 332 AF*T!; (Raladj for medical 
treatment on 23 Sep 05. suffering from three gunsh t wounds to the head. There was some initial 
confusion as to his true status detainee or lueal national, as guards were posted, but no capture 
paperwork was forwarded. Vr Shakur was transferred to Abu Ghraih, 344 MED, on 27 Sep 05, 
tor further medical care. The theater U -. el internment facility MPs were net certain of his status 
and issued an Internment Serial Nm: ber (#178790), en 28 Sep OS. The 344 MED believed the 
subject had developed an abcess within the brain and transferred :he patient back to 332 AF FH 
(Rat id" for advanced treatment on 3 Oct 05. Daring this timeframe, ihe 332 AF'i H had learrc 
from the ] 16 BCT (S2. MAiHWiJo us i that the patient was not meant to be a detainee. Not 
fully realizing the impact of .'ie assignment of an fSN (detainee status), the patient was treated as 
a iocal national when he ex pi jd at the 332 A FT II (Balad) on S Oct 05. The body was not 
f o r w a r d through Corps Mortuary Affairs tor an autepsy and the mortal remains were received 
by the subject's son on 10 Oct 05,
