1. The following is a historical summary of the events that occurred on 20MAR05, in the 
vicinity of Salman Pak, along ASR Detroit at grid MB 73586 62500. Information cited in

3. PHASE I. At approximately 1140hrs (local), 40-50 anti-Iraqi forces (AIF) fired small 
arms and RPGs at the lead vehicles of Stallion 33's southbound convoy from a field 
southwest of their location (see enclosure A, slide 9), immediately disabling a semi 
tractor trailer in the front portion of the convoy. Moments later a northbound US convoy 
from the 1075th  Trans CO was hit with small arms and RPG fire from a field southwest of 
their location (see enclosure A, slide 9) immediately disabling a US vehicle (UNK type).

I decided to proceed on into the ma' 	-i 1,1  ii ensure that the scene was safe and all 
AIF were secure. At this time, I observed a soldier that I was not familiar with. I presumed he was from the convoy escort 
element. I asked him and he advised he was from 623. At this time, I told him I needed him to come with me to finish 
securing the scene. The soldier and I then proceeded down the main canal to find anymore enemy combatants. At this time, 
he said that it was "Pay back time", believing that this soldier was referring to the death of another soldier from a few days 
before, I told him to settle down. About half way down the canal, we came upon one live AIF. He was on the opposite side of 
the canal, in the prone position, parallel with the canal and had one hand hidden under him. At this time, the soldier I was 
with said, "Let me shoot him, let me shoot him. I got pay back coming ". I ordered him not to and advised him that we 
would be able to get information from him. He still insisted to just shoot him when the AIF would not remove his hand from 
under himself. Finally, after a few moments, and some hand and arm signals, the AIF complied. He appeared to me to only 
have an injury to his left leg from a gun shot wound. I never observed any weapons in his direct area of reach. Again the 
soldier said to me that he wanted to shoot the AIF. Again, I ordered him not to. I told him that we had too much more to 
worry about, there were still about ten more AIF in the canal to secure. He then advised me that we just couldn't leave this 
AIF unattended. Being that we did not have any way to secure his hands, I asked the soldier if he could handle him and he 
replied he had it under control and would watch the AIF. I left him and proceeded down the canal. When I left, the soldier 
Was watching the AIF and pointing his rifle at him. After I had went about 50 meters down the canal, I heard the report from 
what sounded to be a pistol from behind me. I then turned around and observed that the soldier was pointing his M9 at the AIF 
and the AIF had been sitting up, fell back onto his side. I then yelled out, "Are you all right?". The soldier replied yes. 
Believing that he had just killed the AIF, and knowing that I still had more area to secure, I proceeded on to the end of the

I put my weapon down and kind of pulled the 
Iraqi back a bit from the edge of the canal, and I searched him. He had no weapons on him. I informed the 623 soldier that 
he was clean.

CRIME E 	AT 	: About 1141, 6 Apr 05, the undersigned, SA 
and SA 	 this office, conducted a crime scene examination in the vicinity of Grid 
Coordinate MB 73586 62500, Salman Pak, Iraq (IZ). 

Characteristics of Scene: The crime scene was located along the raised edge of an irrigation canal, bordering 
the north side of an orchard field. The canal runs perpendicular to a dirt, secondary road, and parallel to 
Alternate Supply Route (ASR) Detroit, and is south of a second canal that also runs parallel to ASR Detroit. 
The canals and raised berms are dirt, with some sparse vegetation noted. Witnesses reported that the scene of 
the shooting was atop the canal, about 130 yards from the edge of the secondary road. The canal is 
approximately 23 feet wide. The north edge of the canal was approximately 10 feet from the surface of the 
water, and the water depth was estimated at 2 to 3 feet deep. 

Condition of Scene: At the time of the examination, the canals were partially filled with water. Items of 
clothing and equipment were observed strewn about the area, to the field side of the canal. A large amount of 
enemy shell casings, of varying caliber, were observed on the south edge of the canal, and along a dirt path, 
located below the top of the south edge. In contrast, the north edge of the canal appeared to be free of any 
enemy shell casings or clothing/equipment. A single 5.56 shell casing, was observed atop the north edge of 
the canal, approximately 14 feet from the surface of the water in the canal, and approximately 4 feet from the 
edge of the canal. 

Factors Pertinent to Entry/Exit: The area is open from all sides by foot. Vehicle access to the area is made by 
the secondary road, which runs perpendicular to the irrigation canal where the scene was located, which is 
accessed from ASR Detroit. 

Scene Documentation: The undersigned prepared a crime scene - s • s obtained video of the scene, 
c utilizing a Sony CCD-TR716 8mm Video Camera Recorder. SA )(6), (b)(7) xposed crime scene photographs, 

utilizing a Casio Exilim EX-Z40 Digital Camera. Additionally, aerial photographs of the scene are included 
with the Historical Report, prepared by the 503rd  MP BN (See Sketch, Video, Compact Disk with photographs 
and the 503rd  MP BN Historical Report). 

Search for Evidence: A search was made on both the north and south sides of the inside canal in an attempt to 
locate 9mm and 5.56mm casings. A single 5.56mm casing was the only casing located on the north edge of 
the canal. No 9mm shell casings were found at the scene, however, it is probable that additional shell casings 
were submerged under the canal water. At the time of occurrence, the irrigation canals were not filled with 
water. 

Collection of Crime Scene Evidence: The 5.56 mm shell casing was collected as evidence (See 
Evidence/Property Custody Document 339-05).

S33A and S33B 
remembered seeing approximately 5-10 AIF in field B, along with (3) AIF vehicles. 
Through THT questioning, detainees told Raven forces that there were 40-50 AIF in the 
area with (10) vehicles. Some of the AIF had handcuffs on them, presumably to use in 5 
kidnapping any personnel from the attack. The wounded AIF and TCNs were treated on 
site and MEDEVAC'd from a second LZ on the orchard farm (see enclosure A, slide 12). 

a. During the Raven sweeps, Stallion 33 elements reorganized and prepared to take 
the convoy south to CSC Scania. They repaired their vehicles and were given a small 
ammo re-supply by Raven elements. Stallion 33 incorporated their convoy into another 
southbound convoy (UNK unit, call sign Dragon 47) and arrived at CSC Scania with out 
further incident.

During an engagement between my squad, 2nd SQ, 4th PL and Anti Iraqi forces (AIF) on 20 March 2005, I observed some actions 
of soldiers from B/623 FA. These soldiers were escorting a convoy south bound on ASR Detroit in the Salma Park area of Iraq. After 
the initial engagement from the AIF on to the convoy, my squad, reacted and moved to contact on the AIF to stop them from killing 
or injuring any coalition forces or third country nationals in the convoy. After the fighting had ended, and I was trying to make sure 
that the scene „,,,„„ e. I approached the area were my alpha team truck was to check on the injuries they sustained. Seeing that 
our medic, SP@ 	as taking care and directing soldiers to render aid to the three that were injured, I decided to proceed on into 
the main canal o insure that the scene was safe and all AIF were secure. At this time I observed a soldier that I was not familiar with. 
I presumed he was from the convoy escort element. I asked him and he advised that he was from 623. At this time I told him I needed 
him to come with me to finish securing t he scene. The soldier and I then proceeded down the main canal to find anymore enemy 
combatants. At this time he advised that " it was pay back time", believing that this soldier was referring to the death of another 
soldier from a few days before. I told him to settle down. About half way down the canal we came upon one live AIF. He was on the 
opposite side of the canal, in the prone position, parallel with the canal and had one hand hidden under him. At this time the soldier 
said to me "let me shoot him, let me shoot him, I got pay back coming". I ordered him not to and advised him that we would be able 
to get information from him. He still insisted to just shoot him when the AIF would not remove his hand from under himself. Finally 
after a few moments, and some hand and arms signals the AIF complied. He appeared to me to only have a injury to his left leg from 
a gun shot wound. I never observed any weapons in his direct area of reach. Again the soldier said to me that he wanted to shoot the 
AIF. Again, I ordered him not to. I told him that we had to much more to worry about, there were still about ten more AIF in the 
canal to secure. He then advised me t hat we just couldn't leave this AIF unattended. Being that we did not have any way to secure his 
hands, I asked him if he could handle him and he replied he had it under control and would watch the AIF. I left him and proceeded 
down the canal. When I left, the soldier was watching the AIF an pointing his rifle at him. After about 50 meters down the canal, I 
heard t he report from what sounded to be a pistol from behind me.
